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Ordinary Time
After the highlight of the 
Christmas season, we enter a 
short period called Ordinary 
Time. Here we focus on the 
events of Jesus’ life between 
his birth and death and 
resurrection, and later between 
the end of the Easter season 
and the next Advent.

Advent
The Liturgical year begins 
with the four weeks of 
Advent. Advent means 
‘coming’, as we prepare  
for the coming of the  
baby Jesus.

Lent
Lent is a solemn and reflective 
time of the year where we are 
asked to fast, pray and give 
arms. It lasts for 40 days from 
Ash Wednesday until the  
evening of the Last Supper 
(Holy Thursday).

Easter
Easter Sunday and the Easter 
Season is the most important 
part of the liturgical year 
where we celebrate the joyous 
central mystery of the Faith-
Christ’s Resurrection. This 
time is marked by two special 
feats-the Ascension of the Lord 
(40 days after Easter) and the 
coming of the Holy Spirit on 
the Apostles at Pentecost  
(50 days after Easter).

Christmas
Christmas, where we  
celebrate the birth of Jesus,  
is the start of the Christmas 
season.
